Conservative record:

No revaluations -- In 1991, introducing Council Tax, they said revaluation would not be necessary 
Some revaluations -- In January 2003 Eric Pickles (Brentwood & Ongar) accepted it in principle 
More revaluations -- In February 2003 Geoffrey Clifton Brown (Cotswold) argued for five-yearly revaluations 
No revaluations -- In July 2003 Lord Hanningfield argued for no revaluations 
Some revaluations -- In March 2005 Caroline Spelman (Meriden) said property taxes had to be revalued 
No revaluations -- In April 2005 Caroline Spelman said revaluation wasn’t necessary 
Revaluation in 2007 -- In November 2005, the Conservatives voted against a bill to postpone revaluation.
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
